Agreement on Cooperation
Between
Kyorin University, Japan KYORIN
And
Chiang Mai Rajabhat University, Thailand

Kyorin University and Chiang Mai Rajabhat University consent to enter into a
formal exchange agreement, based on a-foundation of mutual trust and on a
reciprocal basis, in order to promote further exchange of students, faculty
members, and administrative staff members for the purpose of educational
development. This Agreement on Cooperation covers the following agreed
principles:

1. The two universities shall promote the following exchange activities, based on
their respective academic and educational needs:
a) Joint research and/or symposia
b) Exchange of students
c) Exchange of teaching faculty and administrative staff members
d) Exchange of academic materials, publications and/or information

2. Financial support for collaborative programs will be subject to the decisions
taken by the concerned parties.

3. This agreement shall remain in effect for five years from the date of its
signature and shall be extended automatically unless either institution makes a
notice to the other institution of its intention to terminate the agreement. The

termination of the agreement can be effected only with six months’ advance
notification.

4. For implementation of specific programs, additional agreements shall be
designed and signed by the respective parties. When unanticipated situations
occur, both institutions shall cooperate to the maximum toward the solution of
the issues.



5. The foregoing agreement between Kyorin University and Chiang Mai
Rajabhat University having been duly approved by both parties is hereby
executed by the undersigned authorized representatives of each party, to be
effective upon the date of signature.

6. This agreement is to be executed in both English and Japanese,
